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COVID Testing and Data Report

Å As we continue to transition to full-time attendance, I am encouraging participation for 
all students in grades 3-12 to participate in Pool Testing. If you have previously declined 
pool testing, I ask that you please reconsider now that schools are opening to all 
students five days per week.  Pool testing is funded by the Commonwealth of 
Massachusetts through the end of this school year. 

Å The town COVID data has remained consistent over the past 6 weeks with an average 
daily rate of approximately 24 cases per 100,000 residents (about 6 per day).  The 
overall positivity rate in town has also been consistent, at about 2.5%   The town has 
been in “Yellow” for the past 10 weeks and the daily case rate has dropped from a high 
of 70.8 cases per day in January to 24.4 currently.  While this is good news, we must 
remain vigilant in order to ensure that our schools remain open.  

Å Over the course of the school year, Hingham Public Schools has seen an average of 9.3 
total cases (staff and students) per week. The vast majority of cases that cause 
quarantine for students and staff continue to come from sources outside of school.  
There has been one confirmed in-school transmission reported recently. 

Å Over the course of the entire school year, staff cases have averaged 1.9 cases per week 
overall.  The average of positive staff cases peaked during the months of December, 
January and February with an average of 3.6 cases per week during those months.  For 
March and April, positive cases for staff have decreased.    
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Travel Partnership with Families 

Å Monitoring the spread of COVID-19 in our schools and community is essential for the 
safe operations of our schools.  We ask that everyone in the HPS community please 
adhere to all advisories in relation to travel and COVID-19.

Å We recognize that families have been isolated for a very long time and now want to 
travel.  We understand this, but we are requesting that families partner with us in an 
effort to ensure the health and safety of our entire school community:

Å If you are planning to travel out of state, please inform your school office staff 
and let them know the anticipated return date.  

Å Prior to a student’s return to in-person learning, it is our expectation that all 
students (Pre-K – 12) who have traveled out of state quarantine for 10 days, show 
proof of immunization, or obtain a negative PCR COVID test no more than 72 
hours prior to his/her return to MA.  

Å Please provide a copy of all negative test results to the school nurse prior to your 
student’s return to the classroom.  

The district is committed to making every effort to provide a safe learning 
environment for all students and to minimize interruptions to instruction for COVID 
related reasons.  We need your help.
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COVID Testing Initiative

Å In an effort to ensure a healthy return to school after the April vacation, the District is 
considering free pool testing for all students on Friday, April 23rd.  We are asking for 
parent support of this initiative and believe it is in the best interest of our students to 
test as many individuals as possible at the conclusion of the break. 

Å Pool Test results will be available to the district between Saturday afternoon and 
Sunday morning.  All students in a positive pool will be contacted and tested on 
Sunday, April 25th by qualified nurses with the BinaxNOW Rapid test (results in 15 
minutes).  

Å Any student that tests positive with the BinaxNOW test will be required to quarantine 
for a period of 10 days before returning to school.

Å The District will conduct a survey later this week to determine how many families will 
participate.  
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Increasing In-Person Learning for All Students

Å On March 29, HMS students began attending school from 7:30am – 11:55pm, five days 
per week.  

Å As of this morning, April 5, all in-person HHS students have begun attending school 
from 8:00am – 12:05pm, five days per week.  

Å On April 26, all in-person HMS students will attend school five full-days per week.  
Adjusted schedules will be forthcoming soon.  

Å On April 26, all in-person HHS students will attend school five days per week, and those 
students that have classes scheduled in blocks G and H will remain for the full day.  Any 
student who does not have a scheduled class during G and/or H block, but wishes to 
remain at school for a supervised study period during that time, will be permitted to do 
so in an assigned location.  Students must commit to the supervised study block for the 
remainder of the school year.  Any student who does not have a scheduled class in the 
G or H block and wishes to be dismissed, must have parent permission and will be 
expected to access afternoon asynchronous work remotely.  Please note…Early 
dismissal during G and H Block will be discontinued (other than for seniors) should the 
Commissioner of Education determine an end to Hybrid Learning this year.
